Advisors will tour the testing circuit and look at a copy of the test at each station during the official “Advisors Tour” which is scheduled during the Advisors Forum.  This is the only time that advisors will be permitted on the testing circuit.
PPL Montour Preserve – Resource Management
PPL Montour Preserve is situated in a broad valley in the Appalachian foothills of north central Pennsylvania.  As responsible stewards of the environment, PPL cooperates with many state and federal conservation agencies to ensure wise use of its natural resources.  Land is operated under a multiple-use land management philosophy.  PPL provides for soil and water conservation, wildlife habitat improvement and protection of open space and natural areas.
PPL offers a variety of outdoor activities throughout the year.  Forests, fields, ponds, and streams provide opportunities for birding, nature study and photography, and watching wildlife.  Hiking, fishing, and picnicking are also popular pastimes at the preserve.  Self-guided trails enhance a family outing.  A visit to the fossil pit may reveal the ancient treasures that once lived in this area.  Exhibits and displays in the Visitors Center focus on wildlife, Indian culture, and land management.

In addition to the many recreational opportunities at the preserve, other company land is used for farming, timber management and reforestation.  PPL also manages several areas as tree farms.  The company encourages research in conservation efforts by providing land areas for educational and demonstration projects as examples of positive resource stewardship.  One innovative management technique is the introduction of warm-season grass to promote cover for native grassland and bird populations.

Directions to the PPL Montour Preserve
The PPL Montour Preserve is located four miles northeast of Washingtonville and about 15 miles northeast of Danville.  
From Interstate 80 - Take Exit 224 and drive west on Pennsylvania Route 54. At Washingtonville, turn right as if heading toward Strawberry Ridge. At the first intersection, turn left onto PPL Road. Continue north on PPL Road past the Montour power plant and a group of greenhouses to the intersection with Preserve Road. Turn right onto Preserve Road. Montour Preserve's office and Visitors Center will be on the left.
